Abstract

One of the most important issues of pilgrimage is the exploration of jurisprudential
issues related to the fact that this article has addresses the “verdict for the excused
to enter and stop in the shrines of the infallible Imams,” and has explored them
in three separate topics: the first, the principle of the annexation of Infallible
Imams’ shrines to mosques, which seems there is no doubt about it; the second
one is the thematic discussion of the subject; that is, the place to be annexed
to the mosque is which part of the shrine, which is clarified by examining the
evidence that stopping in Imams’ shrines or entering these places only includes
the doorway around the Sacred shrines and the holy orders; the third issue is
dedicated to the verdict, which examining the evidence shows that the entering
of the excused to surroundings of Holy shrines is absolutely forbidden; although

this entry be in a passing fashion.
