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Reflection on Narrations Which Compare Ziyarah of
Karbala With Hajj and ‘Umrah

Abstract

Visiting and honoring the holy tombs of the Imams, especially Imam
Husayn (‘a) has a very significant status in Shia culture. Many
narrations have expounded on the importance of ziyarah. In some
of these narrations, the ziyarah of the Imams specifically Imam
Husayn (‘a) have been compared to hajj and ‘umrah and it is said to
have aremarkable superiority over hajj and ‘umrah. Misunderstanding
these narrations has sometimes been the source of criticism and
insult to the Shia. Therefore, the current study first mentions some
of the narrations which make reference to this superiority, and then
by stating six reflective points, the effort has been made to correct
this misunderstanding. First, the reason for the difference in the
levels of reward in proportion to the difference in understanding of
the pilgrim and his prevailing conditions have been explained. Next,
it said that the comparison between ziyarah and hajj and ‘umrah
does not mean a recommended act is superior to an obligatory act
and that the comparison is made between two recommended acts.
Likewise, in comparing two recommended acts, the issue is about
the benefit of the act, not the act itself. The important benefit which
exists in ziyarah is indeed promotion and strengthening of imamate
and leadership of society at the hands of Allah’s vicegerent. Lastly, it
is noted that imparting information about the wonderful rewards of
ziyarah in comparison to hajj and ‘umrah is not meant to turn people
away from hajj and ‘umrah, but rather it is to encourage them to be
